Hastings develops BackRiver 
townhomes and gives to community 
HINGHAM, MA Just before visitors 
turn in to the new BackRiver Town-
homes development, they’ll see new 
athletic fields and a field house set 
off from the project by acres of 
beautiful landscaping bordered by 
granite-style stone walls.

Hewitt’s Cove 
Marina is a short walk. A public 
footpath to the Back River rounds 
out the project.
